Conclusions/

 New Brunswick has a larger Mexican community who is
more recently arrived and less likely to be documented
than other NJ cities

 Dental problems are particularly serious for Mexican
children and adults

e Access to health care is difficult for those without
Insurance and who are undocumented

— Members of the Mexican community are more likely to be
uninsured and undocumented
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
